Leo Sands died November %%, 
!""1 at Anglin H ouse in Toronto. 
He was educated at Ottawa Uni(
versity /B.A.0, University of St. 

Michae2s College /S.T.B.0, Univer(
sity of Michigan /M.A.0, Catholic 
University of America /M.A.0, and 
Penn State /Ph.D.0. Leo was a pro(
fessor of speech and homiletics at 
St. Basi2s Seminary and St. Augus(
tineÕs Seminary. He also served as a 
parish priest at St. Basi2s Church 
in Ottawa and St. Basi2s Church 
in Toronto.

Larry Moran died January !, !""# 
at Father Lacombe Nursing Home 
in Calgary. He had su3ered decli(
ning health for a number of years 
and most recently developed a 
chest infection. For ," years he 
served the students of St. MaryÕs 
H igh School, Calgary where he 
taught science and coached foot(
ball. While t eaching at St. MaryÕs 
he would also organize trips to 
remote places in Mexico in order 
to take care of the needs he found 
among the poor there. Aft er reti(
ring from teaching in %&1&, he 
took up full time service to Go4s 
poor, Þrst in Mexico and then in 
Colombia where he worked for a 
total of !, years.

Bil l Stoba died January !, !""# at 
Mount Sinai Hospital in Toronto. 
He had been admitted to hospital 
the previous Friday aft er su3ering 
a stroke. Bill pursued his high 
school education at Sacred Heart 
Seminary High School, Detroit, 
Michigan and at Catholic Central. 
He had the following appoint(
ments: Assumption College 
School, Catholic Central H.S., 
Lumen Christi H.S., Andrean 
H.S., St. John the Baptist Parish, 
Amherstburg. Assumption Parish, 
Windsor and he was the Deputy 
Superintendent of Schools for the

pal, superintendent of schools, 
drama producer, director of lec(
ture series parish priest and so 
many other forms of serviceÓ.

H e had ap(
pointments to Andrean H.S., 
Aquinas Insitute, Catholic Central 
H.S., St. John Fisher College, As(
sumption University as well as the 
General Curia as Treasurer Gene(
ral. David had many interests, 
among these, reading, traveling, 
music, movies and the theatre. He 
was a gracious host and exhibited 
a great care for both the young 
and the elderly and inÞrm. To the 
young he would say: ÒSomeday this 
wil l all be yoursÓ, or, ÒYou are the 
son I never hadÓ.
